The Scott County Fiscal Court held its regular scheduled meeting on Thursday, April 28, 2011.  Judge Lusby called the meeting to order.  Present were Magistrates Mr. Hughes, Mr. Lyons, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Parker, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Prather, Mr. Livingston, and County Attorney Mr. Williams.  

A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Lyons to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Court voted unanimous. 

A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the transfers. 
Court voted unanimous.

A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Hoffman to approve the bills as presented and the following hand checks:   WalMart/General  $1,497.81, WalMart/General $503.62, Visa/General $266.65, Visa/General $52.20, Tucker Yocum Wilson/General $2,000.00.
Court voted unanimous. 

A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Tackett to approve the payment to the Scott County Rural Land Management Board in the amount of $261,556.50 which will match the USDA funds. Court voted unanimous.  
Clerk fees were presented in the amount of $108,939.26.  Sheriff fees were presented in the amount of $57,453.01.  

A public hearing was held for the purpose of obtaining citizens comments regarding the possible uses of the County Road Aid and Local Government Economic Assistance funds.  Road Supervisor, J.R. Brandenburg announced the roads that will be repaved: White Oak Road (4.5 miles), Fields Lane (1.2 miles), Leesburg Road-Thistle Way to county line (1.75 miles), and Wiesenberger Mill-county line (1.5 miles).  There were no comments from the public.  
County Attorney, Mr. Williams updated the court on the reapportionment of magisterial districts.  The Scott County Fiscal Court must publish a notice by the end of May, commissioners must be appointed by the end of May, and the ordinance must be adopted and published within sixty days of the decision.  He thanked Election Coordinator, Amber Hoffman for providing him with helpful documents.  Judge Lusby stated that magistrates may submit names for the committee, but only three can be chosen.  
Planning & Zoning Director, Earl Smith updated the court on Ridgeview Lane and Coal Ridge Lane.  He provided some history and provided an imagery map & a plat.  Resident of the area, C.L. Mitchell agreed to meet with Planning & Zoning for further discussion.  
The court discussed adopting criteria for use of emergency service equipment by constables. Mr. Williams will review Franklin County’s criteria set forth so that Scott County can approve something similar.  Once our criterion is decided upon, the fiscal court will provide each constable with a copy.  
Insurance representative, Miriah Eden discussed two Bluegrass Family Health plans. The least expensive one matches our current United Healthcare plan. The richer one is similar, but with a few better options. A motion was made by Mr. Hoffman with second by Mr. Prather to accept the better tier.  Voting Yes: Mr. Hughes, Mr. Lyons, Mr. Tackett, Judge Lusby, Mr. Parker, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Prather. Voting No: Mr. Livingston. Motion carried.  
Solid Waste junked a copier with serial number 005186.  A motion was made by Mr. Parker with second by Mr. Lyons to declare the copier junk. Court voted unanimous.  

Fire Chief, Mike Fuller requested several promotions in three different ranks rounding out the promotional process and filling the voids left by his and Jim’s promotions:

1. Jason Mullanix promoted to Battalion Chief replacing Robert Hutchins. His salary will be $12.54 per hour.

2. Graig Wink promoted to Battalion Chief replacing Jim Kanavy. His salary will be $11.87 per hour. 

3. Eddie Waller promoted to Captain replacing Jason Mullanix.  His salary will be $10.64 per hour.  

4. Justin Baker promoted to Captain replacing Graig Wink. His salary will be $10.64 per hour. 

5. Tommy Wright promoted to Lieutenant replacing Eddie Waller.  His salary will be $10.10 per hour. 

6. Michael Shields promoted to Lieutenant replacing Justin Baker. His salary will be $10.19 per hour.  

Representing Jailer, Larry Covington, Michael Humphrey requested to hire four part-time employees (two of the four were emergency hires approved by Judge Lusby) at $10.00 per hour.  A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Tackett to approve the four new hires: Ladanna Baltimore, Edna Robinson, Henry Elam, and Keith Gurley. Court voted unanimous.  
EMS Director, Dave Sloane requested to change Corey Wood from EMT to Paramedic due to his successful completion of training. His salary will be $10.32 per hour.  A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Parker to approve the change. Court voted unanimous.  
EMS Interim Assistant Director, Brandon Remley discussed the Legacy Program; a program that allows high school students to obtain hands-on emergency training and the opportunity to receive a scholarship.  In order to fund the scholarship this year, EMS is hoping to have a “Georgetown/Scott County Night” with the Lexington Legends; for every ticket that a city or county employee purchases, one dollar will go to the Legacy Program.  A motion was made by Mr. Livingston with second by Mr. Hoffman to give EMS permission to go forward with their idea. Court voted unanimous.  
Sheriff, Tony Hampton updated the court on several items related to his office. He has received a mini-grant for highway safety. He has applied for a traffic grant and an equipment grant.  He is waiting on a MOU from the Housing Authority regarding a county/city grant. The Sheriff’s Department has a new website, www.scottsheriffky.com. He announced the Health Department RX Drop-Off event. Also, he announced that he will be sponsoring a golf tournament for the Boys & Girls Club on June 3rd. 

A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the U.S. Department of the Interior, Joint Funding Agreement.  Scott County Fiscal Court will pay $2,723.00 to support the operation and maintenance of one gaging station at North Elkhorn Creek, Georgetown.  Court voted unanimous.  
A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Hughes to grant Judge Lusby permission to sign the Access/Right of Entry Agreement with Geo Science Consultants for well installation.  Court voted unanimous.  

Judge Lusby presented the 2011-2012 Budget. 
Judge Lusby announced the five recommended changes for Scott County employees:
1. Employees will pay twenty percent of their insurance costs over the single plan.

2. Employees will not be replaced up to ten percent per department through attrition. 

3. Employees will receive seventy-two hours of sick time per year, rather than ninety-six hours.
4. Holidays will be reduced by two and one-half days. One day at Christmas, one day at Thanksgiving and half-day on Good Friday will be furlough days; twenty-four hour employees that work will get paid regular time, other employees will not work and not get paid.  
5. New employees will earn one week of vacation time after their first year of employment, two weeks after their third year of employment, and three weeks after their tenth year of employment.
A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the five changes. Mr. Livingston stated that in reviewing the budget and insurance plans, he thinks twenty percent is too much for the employees to pay, ten percent would be sufficient. Mr. Hoffman apologized to the employees that did not have time to come give their input. Voting Yes: Mr. Prather, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Parker, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Lyons, Mr. Hughes. Voting No: Mr. Livingston. Motion carried.  

Judge Lusby asked Mr. Williams to contact the person that did the administrative code years ago to see if he would be interested in doing it again.  A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Tackett to proceed with the administrative code update.  Court voted unanimous.  Dave Sloane asked if the department heads and elected officials could be involved in revising the code. Judge Lusby stated that he thought that was a good idea.  

A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Parker to re-advertise for the scrap metal bid.  Court voted unanimous.  

Mr. Tackett stated that the S-curve letting date would be (tomorrow) April 29th. 

Being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
