A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Livingston to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Court voted unanimous.

A motion was made by Mr. Livingston with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the bills as presented and the following hand check: Reserve Account (Pitney Bowes) $10,000.00.
Nathan Patton invited the public to come out for the run/walk event and rally to support the Japanese Relief Fund.  He also announced the Kite Festival will follow these events.  
County Clerk fees were presented in the amount of $82,428.00.  

A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Parker to junk a copier in the Coroner’s Office, the serial number is CT4411837. Court voted unanimous.  

Henry Hall gave the court an insurance update. As of now Bluegrass Family Health is the most competitive; however United Healthcare has the opportunity to adjust their proposal.  The quotes that have been given were based on 224 employees and figures would change if the Sherriff or Clerk decides to separate their group. Both, the Sheriff and Clerk stated that they were not going to seek separate policies.  Mr. Livingston stated that it is important to know where monies are being spent so that county employees could be educated.  Henry Hall stated the top three expenses: Prescriptions, x-ray/outpatient, emergency room.  

County Clerk, Rebecca Johnson requested fringe benefit totals for her office. Treasurer, Jane Lucas stated that she recently gave Mrs. Johnson that information. Mrs. Johnson stated that she just wanted the court to affirm her estimation. Mrs. Johnson also requested that the budget workshops be held after business hours so that interested employees may attend. 

Chair of Scott County Conservation District, John Lacy updated the court on the conservation program and distributed the Conservation District Annual Report.  Mr. Lacy stated that the program has been extremely beneficial to water quality. He thanked the court for the continued support over the years.  Mr. Hughes asked for an update on the PDR program.  Mr. Lacy stated that he is currently waiting on three supplemental appraisals and then it will finally be time to close. 
Mr. Williams read Pay Resolution #4 for Riding for Hope.  $7,500.00 will go to CEDA and $91,835.00 will go to Preston Construction.  A motion was made by Mr. Hoffman with second by Mr. Lyons to approve the payments. Court voted unanimous.  

The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet will provide Scott County with $200,000.00 for resurfacing a county road. Road Supervisor, J.R. Brandenburg and Judge Lusby decided on Luke Pike.  Mr. Williams read Resolution 2011-7; A Resolution adopting and approving the execution of an Agreement between the Scott County Fiscal Court and the Commonwealth of Kentucky, Transportations Cabinet, Department of Highways. A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Tackett to adopt and approve the resolution authorizing Judge Lusby to sign the Agreement. Court voted unanimous.  
A motion was made by Mr. Hoffman with second by Mr. Prather to approve renewal of the SimplexGrinnell Agreement.  

Judge Lusby stated that it is necessary to reapportion magisterial districts.  He asked Mr. Williams to review documents provided by the Department for Local Government so that the fiscal court could initiate reapportionment proceedings in May.  

Mr. Hoffman completed his 40 hour training unit for 2011 and will receive incentive. 
Mr. Williams opened the Great Crossing property hay bids.  Jackie Lamb submitted a bid without an amount proposing the county would save labor costs.  George Ammerman submitted a bid for $2011.00. Ricky Wise submitted a bid for $801.00.  Bobby F. Wells submitted a bid for $610.00.  A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Tackett to approve the highest bid which is George Ammerman’s bid. Court voted unanimous.  

5 minute recess

After a short recess, the court reconvened.  

EMS Director, Dave Sloane requested to promote Justin Holmes to Field Supervisor at $12.92 per hour effective April 10, 2011.  This is an open position due to internal promotions.  A motion was made by Mr. Livingston with second by Mr. Hoffman to approve the promotion.  Voting Yes: Mr. Hughes, Mr. Lyons, Mr. Tackett, Judge Lusby, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Prather, and Mr. Livingston. Voting No: Mr. Parker. Motion carried.  
Jailer, Larry Covington requested to change Missy Rice from part-time to full-time status.  She is replacing Lisa Wright.  Mr. Covington also requested to hire Kattie Harris as part-time. She is replacing Dametria Crutchfield.  A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Lyons to approve both positions. Court voted unanimous.  
Due to high turnover rate at the jail, Mr. Livingston asked that Jailer, Larry Covington try to keep several applications on file. Also, he recommended comparisons to other jails; looking at the policies and procedures of jails with low turn-over rate could be valuable.  

Jailer, Larry Covington recently purchased a washer, dryer, and dishwasher for the jail. He stated that all 3 items had to be replaced because the old models quit working. Judge Lusby stated that items should not be purchased when there isn’t money in the appropriate line item unless it is discussed with the court prior.  

Animal Control Director, Kathie Adkins requested to promote Sherry Bishop to Assistant Director at $15.00 per hour.  This is an open position due to the resignation of Vickie Martin.  Mr. Lyons requested that she have a fifty percent step-up, meaning she would be paid $13.56 per hour for three months as interim and then move to $15.00 per hour. A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the promotion with Mr. Lyons’ recommendation.  Voting Yes: Mr. Hughes, Mr. Lyons, Mr. Tackett, Judge Lusby, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Prather, and Mr. Livingston. Voting No: Mr. Parker. Motion carried.  
Animal Control Director, Kathie Adkins recommended fee adjustments because veterinarian charges have increased.  Also, Scott County’s fees are currently lower than other animal shelters.  Mr. Prather asked if the increase would affect the number of adoptions.  Judge Lusby stated that he asked Ms. Adkins the same question and she felt it would not affect the adoptions. A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Parker to approve Animal Control fee increases. Court voted unanimous. 

Judge Lusby discussed flex funding for road resurfacing and a bridge replacement opportunity. The flex funding for road replacement is approximately $173,000.00. The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet is allowing 80% replacement cost up to $100,000.00 on bridge replacement. The paperwork will begin soon.  

Citizen, Judy Rembacki appeared before the court to discuss the salaries and benefits of Judge Lusby & the Magistrates and questioned the validity of them receiving health insurance.   

On behalf of a citizen, Mr. Parker asked if there is a cemetery board. Judge Lusby stated that the city may have one, but the county does not. 

Being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
