August 25, 2011

The Scott County Fiscal Court held its regular scheduled meeting on Thursday, August 25, 2011.  Judge Lusby called the meeting to order.  Present were Magistrates Mr. Hughes, Mr. Lyons, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Parker, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Prather, Mr. Livingston and County Attorney, Glenn Williams.  

A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Parker to approve the minutes of the previous meeting. Court voted unanimous. 

A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Hoffman to approve the following transfer. Court voted unanimous.

A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Hoffman to approve the bills as presented and the following hand checks:  Ky State Treasurer/General $9,035.5, Ky EMS Conference/General $100.00, WalMart/General $622.05, WalMart/General $741.90, KY Barn Builders/General $7,200.00, Visa/General $1,049.72, WalMart/Road $79.48, Tucker,Yocum,Wilson/Hospital $2,000.00, Larry Covington/Jail $82.69, Visa/Jail $663.36. Mr. Parker recused himself from the Parks & Recreation bill(s) only. Court voted unanimous. 

Mr. Prather apologized for criticizing fellow magistrate, David Livingston, during the previous meeting. 

Henry Hall announced to the court that Bluegrass Family Health agreed to absorb the out-of-pocket maximums spent with United Health Care from January 1, 2011 through June 30, 2011. 
A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Hoffman to accept the Scott County Extension Center tax rates at 1.70 (per $100) for real property and 3.03 (per $100) for personal property. Court voted unanimous. 
A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Livingston to accept the Scott County Public Library tax rates at 6.6 (per $100) for real property and 6.6 (per $100) for personal property. Court voted unanimous.  
Library Director, Earlene Arnett addressed the court about the importance of the Scott County Public Library and distributed brochures and patron’s comments. 
Suzanne Cassidy discussed a pet therapy program that is offered at our library and several libraries across the United States. She introduced Jesse, a therapy dog, that school-aged children enjoy reading books to. 
The Scott County Fiscal Court accepted sealed bids for a new asphalt maintainer.  Mr. Williams read the only bid which was opened in Judge Lusby’s office on August 23, 2011.  Brandeis Machinery & Supply Company submitted a bid proposal in the amount of $105,350.00.  A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Prather to accept the bid. Voting Yes: Judge Lusby, Mr. Livingston, Mr. Prather, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Lyons, and Mr. Hughes. Voting No: Mr. Parker. Motion carries.  
The Scott County Fiscal Court accepted sealed bids for a new 2012 Type III, Class I Modular Ambulance.  Mr. Williams read the bids which were opened in Judge Lusby’s office on August 18, 2011. Creative Coach Sales submitted a bid proposal in the amount of $148,560.00. Vehicle Systems Incorporated submitted a bid proposal in the amount of $136,295.00.  A motion was made by Mr. Hoffman with second by Mr. Lyons to accept the lowest bid. Court voted unanimous.  
A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Hughes to approve Clayton Brown at $15.00 per hour as part-time paramedic beginning August 29, 2011. Court voted unanimous.  

A motion was made by Mr. Livingston with second by Mr. Parker to accept the motor vehicle and watercraft tax rate at 16.600 (per $100).  Court voted unanimous.  
Mr. Williams read the amended reapportionment plan. A motion was made by Mr. Parker with second by Mr. Lyons to adopt the plan. Voting Yes: Judge Lusby, Mr. Livingston, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Parker, and Mr. Lyons. Voting No: Mr. Prather, Mr. Tackett, and Mr. Hughes. Motion carries.  
Mr. Williams gave first reading of Ordinance 11-05; AN ORDINANCE PERTAINING TO REAPPORTIONMNET AND LAYING OFF BOUNDARY LINES OF DISTRICTS PURSUANT KRS 67.045 ET SEQ. A motion was made by Mr. Parker with second by Mr. Lyons approve first reading. Voting Yes: Judge Lusby, Mr. Livingston, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Parker, and Mr. Lyons. Voting No: Mr. Prather, Mr. Tackett, and Mr. Hughes. Motion carries. 

Mr. Williams read a resolution adopting and approving the execution of a Rural Secondary Program Agreement between the Fiscal Court and the Commonwealth of Kentucky, Transportation Cabinet, Department of Rural and Municipal Aid, and accepting all roads and streets referred to therein as being a part of the County Road System; regarding the Bridge Program. A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Prather authorizing Judge Lusby to sign the agreement.   Court voted unanimous.  
Mr. Williams read a resolution adopting and approving the execution of a Rural Secondary Program Agreement between the Fiscal Court and the Commonwealth of Kentucky, Transportation Cabinet, Department of Rural and Municipal Aid, and accepting all roads and streets referred to therein as being a part of the County Road System; regarding White Oak Road. A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Tackett authorizing Judge Lusby to sign the agreement. Court voted unanimous.  
Mr. Parker recused himself for the next topic.  Girls Softball Assistant Coach, Tim Tevis approached the court with two requests. They would like to add an additional hitting cage and they would like to kill the grass in the outfield in order to reseed the entire field.  The Parks & Recreation Board recommended allowing both projects which would be completely funded by the high school softball team and boosters.  A motion was made by Mr. Livingston with second by Mr. Hoffman to approve the recommendation. Court voted unanimous.  
Dale Glass and Lois Holmes presented a proposed project plan using grant money for Brooking Park.  The county can get $75,000.00 grant money for a $100,000.00 project.  They recommended using the money towards lighting, bleachers, and a portable PA system.  Mr. Glass stated that neither he nor his son would gain from this project; it is strictly volunteer work.  A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Hoffman to proceed with the grant application. Court voted unanimous.  
Jailer, Larry Covington updated the court on the current medical services issue. He has worked with Mr. Williams to establish bid specifications for correctional health care providers.  Mr. Hughes recommended that they advertise for sealed bids.  

A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Tackett to approve Carla Cannon part-time at $15.00 per hour to assist with training of staff at the jail. Court voted unanimous.  

Mr. Humphrey stated that the jail needs to purchase a new copier and that their current contract is due to expire. With the purchase of a new copier their proposed contract will be over $500.00 less per year.  Mr. Parker recommended that he talk to the county clerk about a possible grant specifically for copiers. Mr. Humphrey stated that he would contact Mrs. Johnson about that possibility.  A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Livingston to approve the purchase of a copier if the grant isn’t an option.  Court voted unanimous. 
EMA Director, Jack Donovan stated that two volunteers need to go to Cincinnati for training.  A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Prather to approve the out of state training. Court voted unanimous.  
The Scott County School Board is planning for a new elementary school to be located on the twenty plus acres of the newly acquired property just north of the Lisle Road Soccer Park.  In order to make for a cleaner site, Director of Maintenance, Zan Rexroat asked for approval to remove the fence row of trees where the school and park property join.  They will add a chain link fence to separate the properties.  Also, they would like to taper a wall from the south side of the property to the northwest corner.  Mr. Hoffman asked for more time to decide on this request so that he could go look at the trees. Judge Lusby stated that they could decide during the meeting on September 2, 2011.  
Mr. Parker recused himself for the next topic.  Mr. Williams updated the court on the Ethics Board.  The five board member’s terms are expired and two of them cannot be reappointed.  Mr. Lusby asked the magistrates to submit recommendations before the next meeting.  

There will be a surplus auction on September 24, 2011. The magistrates were given a list of the surplus property which will be attached to the official minutes.  A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Tackett to declare the items surplus. Court voted unanimous.  
Fire Chief, Mike Fuller invited the court to observe the hiring/agility tests which will be on Saturday. 
Mr. Prather requested that the court present Happy Osborne with a resolution for his time and service dedicated to Georgetown.  Mr. Williams stated that it was a good idea and that he would draft it.  Mr. Prather also asked Mr. Williams to draft a resolution for Bluegrass Technical Community College as a reminder of the monies invested. 
Mr. Hughes asked that the court soon discuss land use opportunities for the reservoir.  

Being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
