They will continue to provide service at $50.00 per month totaling $600.00 per year. Voting Yes: Judge Lusby, Mr. Hughes, Mr. Lyons, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Prather and Mr. Livingston. Voting No: Mr. Parker. Motion carries. 

A motion was made by Mr. Livingston with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the 2012 computer software support contract renewal between the Scott County Detention Center and M&M Micro Systems.  They will receive $2,200.00 for one year. Voting Yes: Judge Lusby, Mr. Hughes, Mr. Lyons, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Prather and Mr. Livingston. Voting No: Mr. Parker. Motion carries. 

Jail Operations Manager, Michael Humphrey requested to hire three employees. Maria Hubbard and Jeff Huber will go from part-time to full-time making $10.00 per hour.  Ove Smith will be part-time making $10.52 per hour.  A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the requested new hires. Court voted unanimous. 
Sheriff Hampton presented the 2012 quarterly report & annual settlement in the amount of $1,158,900.00. A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Parker to accept the estimated fees. Court voted unanimous. 

Sheriff Hampton requested the purchase of a new vehicle because the canine unit was totaled. No action taken. 

Sheriff Hampton requested that Lieutenant Greenlief go to Indianapolis, Indiana for evidence management training. A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Parker to approve the out of state training.  Court voted unanimous.  
County Clerk, Rebecca Johnson announced to the court that she gave a pay increase to one employee, Kara Oliver. She stated that a different employee reduced her hours essentially making this a wash. 

Judge Lusby stated that the court will vote on the Administrative Code in early January. 
Mr. Prather discussed the city’s decision to submit a Certificate of Need regarding EMS. He stated that he hoped the county would have been invited to a workshop to converse such a vital issue. Mr. Tackett requested a copy of the Certificate of Need. Judge Lusby stated that he would make copies for all of the magistrates.
