Scott County Fiscal Court 
December 9, 2011

The Scott County Fiscal Court held its regular scheduled meeting on Friday, December 9, 2011.  Judge Lusby called the meeting to order.  Present were Magistrates Mr. Hughes, Mr. Lyons, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Parker, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Prather, Mr. Livingston and County Attorney, Glenn Williams.

A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Hoffman to approve the minutes of the previous meeting. Court voted unanimous.  

A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the following transfers. Court voted unanimous.

A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the bills as presented and the following hand checks: WalMart/General $486.44, Galls/General $519.10, Sam Ward Plumbing/General $13,000.00.  Mr. Parker recused himself from the Parks & Recreation bill(s) only. Court voted unanimous. 
Chairman of the Parks & Recreation Board, Bob Leonard introduced the new Parks & Recreation Director, Geri Remley. She welcomed the court members to visit her anytime. She stated that an open communication policy is important to her.  
The Scott County Cooperative Extension Council nominated four candidates of which two should be appointed to the Extension District Board. Mr. Lyons recused himself due to the fact that his wife was on the list. A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Tackett to appoint the top two, Bethany Dillow and Stephen Smith. The term is January 2012 through December 2014. Court voted unanimous.  
Recreation Superintendent, Sherri Nichols requested that Bob Leonard be reappointed for an additional four years to the Parks & Recreation Board.  Mr. Parker recused himself due to the topic of conservation. A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Livingston to reappoint Bob Leonard. The term is January 2012 through December 2015. Court voted unanimous.  
Mr. Williams read Resolution 11-13; the adoption of the 2011 Bluegrass ADD Regional Hazard Mitigation Plan as the official Hazard Mitigation Plan of Scott County, Kentucky, pending FEMA approval.  A motion was made by Mr. Hoffman with second by Mr. Hughes to adopt the resolution. Mr. Parker didn’t have time to request and review the hazard mitigation plan; therefore he voted no. Voting Yes:  Judge Lusby, Mr. Hughes, Mr. Lyons, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Parker, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Prather and Mr. Livingston.  Motion carries.  
A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Tackett to hire Lisa Williamson at $9.75 per hour as part-time custodian at the Justice Center. Court voted unanimous.  
The Fiscal Court is required to adopt a spending policy for GASB standards. A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Parker to adopt the Scott County Policy on Spending of Resources & Classification of Fund Balance. Court voted unanimous.  
Scott County, when both restricted and unrestricted resources are available for spending on a specific purpose, those resources considered restricted will be spent first. Restricted resources have constraints placed on the use externally (creditors, grantors, contributors or laws and regulations of other governments). Constraints can also be imposed by law through constitutional provisions or enabling legislation.  

Once restricted resources have been exhausted, unrestricted resources will then be spent on the specific purpose. Unrestricted resources are those considered committed, assigned and unassigned by Scott County and will be spent in that order. Committed resources are formally committed by Scott County through adoption of an ordinance or resolution. Assigned resources are informally provided through a declaration of intent to use for the specific purpose. Intent can be shown either in the fiscal court order or motion or by fiscal court appointing an individual or committee to carry out its wishes.  All other unrestricted resources not meeting the definition of committed or assigned are considered unassigned and will be spent last. 

Classification of Ending Fund Balance will be determined by applying the accounting policy as stated above. 
Sheriff Hampton presented fees in the amount of $20,335.17 and taxes in the amount of $1,345,428.53. 

A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the purchase of two sheriff vehicles with the understanding that no vehicles will be requested in the 2012-2013 Budget.  Court voted unanimous. 

A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Hoffman to approve the payment of the two 2011 Dodge Chargers. Court voted unanimous.  

Sheriff Hampton requested that Lieutenant Hudnall go to Charleston, West Virginia for criminal investigation training. The trip is not until March, but he needs to get registered as soon as possible. A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Tackett to approve the out of state training. Court voted unanimous.   
EMS Director, Dave Sloane requested that Julie Phipps move from full-time to part-time status at $15.00 per hour effective December 13th. A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Livingston to approve the status change. Court voted unanimous.  

Mr. Sloane requested to junk a Gateway computer tower with serial number 0028306079.  The hard drive will be destroyed. A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Parker to declare the computer junk. Court voted unanimous.  

Judge Lusby recommended a holiday schedule change for 2012. He would like to adopt the state holidays minus two and one-half days. County employees would work on Presidential Election Day (November 6, 2012), a full day on Good Friday (April 6, 2012) and the day after New Years (January 2, 2012).  Mr. Tackett requested more time to discuss the dates and total savings. The court will vote at the next meeting.  
A motion was made by Mr. Parker with second by Mr. Lyons to meet Thursday, December 22nd at 8:00 AM rather than 7:00 PM. Court voted unanimous.  

Tourism Director, John Simpson requested that Tourism Board members, Jeanne Biddle and Steve Fryman be replaced with Colleen London and Phyllis Crume.  The Tourism Commission is a joint city/county agency therefore the authority to make appointments rests jointly with the County Judge/Executive and the Mayor of Georgetown. While Statutes do not require any action by the Fiscal Court or the City Council, Judge Lusby asked the court to vote.  A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Tackett to approve the recommended appointments. Court voted unanimous.  
Judge Lusby distributed a draft copy of the updated Administrative Code. He asked that the court members and elected officials review it closely and ask questions as soon as possible.  
Road Supervisor, J.R. Brandenburg requested to surplus a shoulder machine with serial number 627.  Franklin County Road Department actually needs it and may purchase it at the appraised price of $15,000.00. A motion was made by Mr. Hoffman with second by Mr. Lyons to declare the shoulder machine surplus. Court voted unanimous.

Mr. Lyons asked about the flood plane boundaries and Judge Lusby directed him to the Planning & Zoning office.  

Being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
