The Scott County Fiscal Court held its regular meeting on Thursday, February 24, 2011. Judge Lusby called the meeting to order.  Present were Magistrates Mr. Hughes, Mr. Lyons, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Parker, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Prather, Mr. Livingston and County Attorney Glenn Williams. 

Mr. Parker requested a correction from the previous meeting. He actually voted No regarding the GED Contract approval. A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Parker to approve the minutes with that one correction. Court voted unanimous. 
A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Lyons to approve the following transfers. Court votes unanimous.

A motion was made by Mr. Hoffman with second by Mr. Lyons to approve the bills as presented plus the following hand checks: Visa $861.65, Visa $2,076.47, J&L $230.00, Clark Tire $$77.00, Geo. Scott Co. Parks & Rec $43,000.00, Bob Barker Co $2,723.95. Court voted unanimous. 
Judge Lusby presented the Mayor of Sadieville, Claude Christensen, with a check in the amount of $500,000.00 for the sewer lines project. Mr. Christensen thanked the court for their commitment and follow through.  

The County Clerk’s January fees were presented in the amount of $65,123.04. 

Sheriff, Tony Hampton updated the court on the offsite office space proposal. He stated that the three recommended locations were inspected thoroughly and will not suffice. He stated that the building owner, Steve Woodrum, offered two months at no charge making it a 14 month lease. He also stated that even after cutting some of the budget that the rental space is still affordable. Mr. Hughes stated that he believed the space is needed, but that looking at the budget it isn’t reasonable. Because of the evidence and sensitive material involved, Mr. Livingston made a motion to approve the offsite lease. With lack of a second, discussion ended.
A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Livingston to appoint Rob Jones as Planning & Zoning Representative for Stamping Ground. He replaces Mike Bradley and the term expires February 2015. Court votes unanimous. 
A motion was made by Mr. Parker with second by Mr. Prather to accept sealed proposals for baling and removing hay on the Scott County Reservoir property.  Court votes unanimous. Mr. Tackett and Mr. Hughes asked to do the same type of bid for other property. Judge Lusby said he thought it would be fine, but decided they should discuss it further during workshop. 

A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Prather to appoint Brandon Remley as Interim EMS Assistant Director at the starting salary of $48,151.00.  He is replacing Dave Sloane. Court votes unanimous.  A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Tackett to move Adam McCormick to a full-time paramedic position at the starting rate of $10.32 per hour. He is replacing Brandon Remley. Court votes unanimous.  

Judge Lusby discussed the estimated income for the 2011-12 fiscal year.  The Judge and Magistrates’ anticipated figures were very close, running between $18,471,721.00 through $20,635,350.00.  Mr. Livingston requested to have the county’s expenditure history as soon as possible. Also, he requested the total of monies paid to the city for the 2009-10 fiscal year. Judge Lusby stated that he would have the expenditures soon and that Treasurer, Jane Lucas would provide the city expense. Mr. Hoffman conveyed the significance of the county’s huge interest decrease. In the past the county drew enough interest to pay for most all department requests.   
Carla Everman asked the court why the county didn’t have more companies which would increase revenue. She stated that Scott County hasn’t had any new business in twenty years. Judge Lusby stated that there are several new businesses, but he would get her more detail from Jack Conner, Economic Development Director. 
Sheriff Hampton asked Glenn Williams about spending the money in the Sheriff’s Department Drug Fund for the previously discussed office space. Mr. Williams stated that the court can’t decide on the use of the money, but would have to approve the lease.

Being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
