The Scott County Fiscal Court held two special meeting on Friday, July 19, 2011.  Judge Lusby called the meeting to order.  Present were Magistrates Mr. Hughes, Mr. Lyons, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Parker, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Prather, Mr. Livingston and Attorney, Clay McKnight. 

First was the reapportionment report. Chairman of the commission, John Blackburn thanked Matt Tolar, Rebecca Johnson, Kenna Portwood and Amber Hoffman for helping the commission with their task.  Mr. Blackburn explained it was the duty of the commission (John Blackburn, Dave Roberts, Price Smith & County Clerk, Rebecca Johnson, a non-voting member) to lay out the boundary lines of the magisterial districts making them as nearly equal as possible. Each magistrate received the 2011 Scott County Reapportionment Report and viewed a map & transparency showing the proposed boundary lines.  
Court recessed. 

Court reconvened for the second meeting; a joint meeting with the Georgetown City Council regarding interlocal agreements.  Judge Lusby called the meeting to order, out of recess. Mayor Varney called the meeting to order.  There was discussion about the funding for the interlocal agreements that are administered by the city and county. Judge Lusby stated that in order to have a strong community we must keep up these interlocal agreements. Mayor Varney agreed stating that cooperation is key.  Judge Lusby and Mayor Varney recognized that several of the agreements were missing signatures and/or needed to be filed properly.  
Mr. Penn asked when the interlocal agreement committee’s report would be ready?  Magistrate, Mr. Prather stated that it should be ready within the next thirty days. City Councilman, Mr. Prather suggested that the city and county have quarterly meetings or at least bi-annual meetings.  Mr. Livingston suggested that some members of the city council and fiscal court review Parks & Recreation and Planning & Zoning spending. Judge Lusby stated that it can definitely be pursued.  
Being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
