A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Lyons to approve the minutes of the July 8, 2011 meeting. Court voted unanimous.  A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Lyons to approve the minutes of the July 19, 2011 meeting. Mr. Prather asked for one minor addition: Mr. Blackburn thanked County Clerk, Rebecca Johnson for helping with the commission’s task.  Court voted unanimous.

A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Tackett to approve the bills as presented and the following hand checks:  Hamilton-Hinkle/LGEA $263,481.27, Visa/General $447.42, Visa/General $847.99,WalMart/General $335.66, WalMart/General $106.62, M.Dianne Mason/General $1000.00.  Court voted unanimous.  

County Clerk fees were presented in the amount of $101,463.49 (April), $131,952.78 (May) and $56,218.65 (June).
A group of Scott County 4H~FFA students presented a request for money that will support the Scott County 4H~FFA Show & Sale. The court approved to pay ten percent less than last year’s contribution. 
Dave Thompson presented a plan for establishing unified local government for Georgetown-Scott County.  He proposed that the court draft an ordinance initiating the unification process. Mr. Thompson distributed KRS Chapter 67.900 – 67.940 and invited the court to city council’s workshop.  
Treasurer of the Scott County Rural Land Management Board, Ron Vance requested funds to complete the PDR project.  He estimated it would be around $222,000.00. After much discussion, Judge Lusby called for a roll call vote. Voting YES: Judge Lusby, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Parker, Mr. Tackett and Mr. Lyons. Voting NO: Mr. Livingston, Mr. Prather and Mr. Hughes.  Motion carries. 
Mr. Williams gave first reading of Ordinance 11-04; AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO THE USE OF GREAT CROSSINGS PARK.  A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Livingston to approve first reading. Court voted unanimous.  
A motion was made by Mr. Livingston with second by Mr. Hughes to discuss the magisterial districts on August 5th during workshop and plan to adopt the districts on August 12th during the regular scheduled meeting. Court voted unanimous. 
Sheriff Hampton junked six Setina cages and 6 Tomar light bars. A motion was made by Mr. Livingston with second by Mr. Prather to declare the items junk. Court voted unanimous. Also, Sheriff Hampton thanked the court for approving the three new cruisers which were recently titled and put on the road.  

Mr. Livingston asked to be excused for family travel. 
A motion was made by Mr. Parker with second by Mr. Tackett to reappoint John Cannon to the Board of Adjustments. Court voted unanimous.  

Jailer, Larry Covington requested to hire four part-time employees at $10.00 per hour: Harold Bussell, Mark Kilgore, Rhonda Chrosniak and Michaela Roberts.  A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Hoffman to approve all four new-hires.  Court voted unanimous. 

Also, Administrative Assistant, Sandy Darnell resigned. A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Hughes to accept Sandy Darnell’s resignation.  Court voted unanimous.  
Mr. Covington requested to surplus several items: 2 metal shelves, several metal baskets, 1 wooden shelf and 1 metal desk. A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Hughes to declare the items surplus. Court voted unanimous.  

Mr. Covington explained to the court that he was in the process of changing medical service providers.  They currently use Southern Health Partners and intend to use Advanced Correctional Care.  Mr. Hughes stated that he found out during a recent conference that Southern Health Partners was terminated. He reminded Mr. Covington that the Scott County Fiscal Court has to terminate contracts. Mr. Prather stated that this situation has happened before and that Mr. Covington was told last year that he cannot cease a contract. Mr. Williams confirmed that the fiscal court has to terminate the contract.  Judge Lusby recommended that Mr. Covington meet with Mr. Williams to review the new contract.  
Judge Lusby announced that Parks & Recreation and Planning & Zoning meetings are open if any of the magistrates ever wanted to go.  
Next week there will be bid advertisements for a shoulder machine for the road department and an ambulance for EMS.

Judge Lusby discussed tax rates. He requested input from the magistrates before the next meeting so that they could vote on it then.  
Fire Chief, Mike Fuller asked to replace an employee that quit on July 11th without notice. Considering this situation fell so close to the new attrition rule the court was understanding. A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Tackett to approve the full-time replacement. Court voted unanimous.  
Judge Lusby announced that the county will adopt five fire hydrants on Grable Lane in Carrick Pike Estates. The county will not be billed for any back-pay.  
Being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
