The Scott County Fiscal Court held its regular scheduled meeting on Friday, June 10, 2011.  Judge Lusby called the meeting to order.  Present were Magistrates Mr. Hughes, Mr. Lyons, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Parker, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Prather, Mr. Livingston and County Attorney, Glenn Williams.  
A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the minutes of the previous meeting. Court voted unanimous.

A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Hoffman to approve the bills as presented and the following hand checks: Bluegrass Uniforms/General $166.03, WalMart/General $1,403.20, Lowe’s/General $299.00, Scott County Rural Land Management Board/General $544,831.00. Court voted unanimous. 
Sheriff fees for May were presented in the amount of $83,279.48.

A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Livingston to appoint Jane Lucas as Treasurer for four years beginning July 1, 2011. Court voted unanimous.  
A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Tackett to approve Larry Evans at $15.00 per hour as part-time paramedic. Court voted unanimous.  

A motion was made by Mr. Livingston with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the reinstatement of Barbara Blackburn at $10.25 per hour as full-time child support caseworker in Mr. Williams’ office.  Court voted unanimous.  
A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Lyons to approve Mark Breen at $9.75 per hour as full-time truck driver & equipment operator at the road department.  Court voted unanimous. 
Road Department Supervisor, J.R. Brandenburg stated that Animal Control needed to replace a truck. It has been repaired over a dozen times in the past year and the current necessary work will exceed replacement costs. Mr. Livingston asked if state bid price is the least expensive?  Mr. Brandenburg confirmed that it is usually the best route to take. Judge Lusby stated that he would call KACo regarding reverse auction to ensure that we get the best deal.  Mr. Prather stated that the court should vote on the purchase knowing that the city may not match. A motion was made by Mr. Hoffman with second by Mr. Prather to authorize the purchase of a truck for Animal Control. Court voted unanimous.  

A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Prather to approve Richard Ledoux at $10.37 per hour as full-time deputy jailer & Katie Harris at $10.40 per hour as full-time deputy jailer & Tina Peters at $10.00 per hour as full-time deputy jailer.  Court voted unanimous.  
A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Tackett to approve Tom Riordan at $10.00 per hour as part-time deputy jailer & Edward Hirst at $10.00 per hour as part-time deputy jailer. Court voted unanimous.  
On behalf of Jailer, Larry Covington, Operations Manager, Michael Humphrey requested that the court approve lights on three department vehicles. Mr. Williams stated that the court could approve lights, but not sirens. Mr. Hughes stated that he didn’t quite understand the need for lights, but if lights are approved they should not be abused. Judge Lusby asked Mr. Humphrey to develop a list of possible drivers because it is not logical to have all 28 full-time employees trained for driving an emergency vehicle. Mr. Humphrey stated that he would ask Mr. Covington to create a list for the court.  
Mr. Parker recused himself and left the room because the following conversation related to one of his employers, Parks & Recreation.  Representative for Parks & Recreation, Attorney, Rand Marshall discussed the Interlocal Agreement between the City of Georgetown and Scott County for the Operation of the Joint Parks and Recreation Program. An updated agreement needs to be signed because the initial one was not registered with the Attorney General nor filed at the County Clerk’s office. Mr. Marshall sent the old Agreement to the Department of Local Government and they recommended it be passed again and then be resubmitted for approval. Mr. Prather stated that this is the first of many interlocal agreements that the court and council will revisit in order to make sure they are completed properly. A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the Interlocal Agreement between the City of Georgetown and Scott County for the Operation of the Joint Parks and Recreation Program. Court voted unanimous 
The road dedication request for Seahawk Trail was postponed. The court requested that Planning & Zoning Director, Earl Smith come to the next meeting to answer any questions that the court may have. 

The lease for Judge Gormley’s office at 115 North Hamilton Street needs to be renewed. The Administrative Office of Courts reimburses the county, but the actual agreement is between Anderson & Young, LLC and Scott County Fiscal Court. A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Parker to authorize the lease agreement/renewal for Judge Gormley’s office space.  Court voted unanimous.

There have been some complaints about trespassing and illegal activity at the Great Crossing Park. It was suggested that the trail at the park be closed from dark until daylight. Mr. Williams stated that ordaining the hours of operation is a good idea. He agreed to work on an ordinance pertaining to this situation. 

Judge Lusby announced that Paul Combs, the gentleman who is currently working on the administrative code, will hold a meeting on June 16th at 9:00 am. All department heads and elected officials are welcome to discuss the personnel policy.  

Citizen, Judy Rembacki appeared before the court to discuss the salaries and benefits of Judge Lusby & the Magistrates and questioned the validity of them receiving health insurance.  

Mr. Tackett commended Kendall Mallory, a member of the Scott County FFA Chapter. She was elected president of Kentucky FFA Federation, a first for Scott County. Judge Lusby recommended a proclamation be presented to her at the next meeting. 
Mr. Livingston spoke about the recent city council meetings and some incorrect information being said, specifically regarding electrical inspection. Someone had mentioned that the county would fully fund electrical inspection. Judge Lusby stated that several misleading statements have recently been made. 

A motion was made by Mr. Parker with second by Mr. Hughes to adjourn for executive session pursuant to KRS 61.810 (1F) That is to discuss or hear things that might lead to the appointment , discipline, or dismissal of an individual employee, member, or student without restricting that employee’s, member’s, or student’s right to a public hearing if requested . Also, pursuant to KRS 61.810 (1C) That is to discuss proposed or pending litigation against or on behalf of the public agency. Court voted unanimous.
A motion was made by Judge Lusby with second by Mr. Hoffman to come out of executive session.  Court voted unanimous

A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Lyons to terminate EMS employee, Diego Gutierrez Del Moral. Court voted unanimous.  

A motion was made by Mr. Livingston with second by Mr. Hughes to increase the pay of EMS employee, Marsha Frontz. She will receive $0.80 raise with a retroactive date of April 8, 2011 and is appointed Field Training Coordinator. Also, the court will adopt the Letter of Understanding between Marsha Frontz and EMS; contingent upon her approval of the Letter of Understanding.  Court voted unanimous.  
Being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
