The Scott County Fiscal Court held its regular scheduled meeting on Thursday, May 26, 2011.  Judge Lusby called the meeting to order.  Present were Magistrates Mr. Hughes, Mr. Lyons, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Parker, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Prather, Mr. Livingston and County Attorney, Glenn Williams.  

A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Hoffman to approve the minutes of the previous meeting. Court voted unanimous.

A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Parker to approve the bills as presented and the following hand checks:  Visa/General $413.29, Galls/General $542.37, WalMart/General $152.65, WalMart/General $1,403.20, WalMart/Road $174.05, Younger/General $4,204.00, Bluegrass Uniforms/General $822.51, William D. Hale/Jail $775.00. Court voted unanimous. 
A motion was made by Mr. Hoffman with second by Mr. Tackett to approve Bradley Jones at $9.50 per hour as a full-time Animal Control Officer. Court voted unanimous.  
County Clerk, Rebecca Johnson updated the court on staff changes. Glenn Hobbs will begin June1, 2011 as a full-time Deputy Clerk at $9.75 per hour. This is a position vacated by Gina Mullin in January 2011.  Also, Mary Grills will be changing from full-time to part-time status effective June 1, 2011.  
Sheriff, Tony Hampton presented the state tax settlement for 2010 (pending state audit).
A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Hoffman to appoint Brandon Remley as EMS Assistant Director at $51,577 per year. He was successful as interim for three months.  Voting Yes: Mr. Lusby, Mr. Hughes, Mr. Lyons, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Hoffman, and Mr. Prather. Voting No: Mr. Parker and Mr. Livingston. Motion carries. 
EMS needs to junk 2 microstream medical monitors with serial numbers mp0300520 and mp0300425.  A motion was made by Mr. Hoffman with second by Mr. Tackett to declare the monitors junk.  Court voted unanimous. 

The Detention Center needs to surplus two metal shelves and about 125 metal baskets.  A motion was made by Mr. Parker with second by Mr. Prather to declare the items surplus.  Court voted unanimous.  

Jailer, Larry Covington requested an ordinance be written for use of blue lights on jail cruisers which serve as emergency vehicles.  Mr. Williams stated that he is not sure if lights and/or sirens are an option due to the KRS; however, he would research the possibility.  Mr. Livingston asked because of the training required, who would drive the emergency vehicles for the jail? Mr. Covington stated that all of his employees would be possible drivers because you never know who will be on shift. 
Jailer, Larry Covington and the court discussed the air duct cleaning, HVAC replacement, and roof repairs needed at the detention center.  Fresh Start submitted a proposal for the air duct cleaning; however we need at least one more for competition. Disponette will do the HVAC labor, but we need to run a bid for the equipment (in the fall)  Also, we need to run a bid for the roof repair because it is going to be close to the $20,000 required bid amount (now).  A motion was made by Mr. Livingston with second by Mr. Hughes advertise the bids. Court voted unanimous.  
Mr. Williams read the bids for de-icing salt: Ken Crupper Transport for $82.20 per ton, North American Salt Company for $67.79 per ton, Morton Salt, Inc. for $71.31 per ton, Cargill for $67.80 per ton. A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Parker to accept the lowest bid by North American Salt Company. Court voted unanimous.  

Mr. Williams read the only bid received for environmental liquid emulsion with polymer for cold mix or equivalent:  Garland Hoskins for $3.29 per gallon & $0.30 per gallon mixing fee.  A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Hughes to accept this bid. Court voted unanimous.  
Mr. Williams read the only bid received for asphalt paving materials: Hamilton-Hinkle for $56.39 (base), $57.81 (binder), $60.63 (surface).  A motion was by Mr. Hoffman with second by Mr. Hughes to accept this bid. Court voted unanimous. 
The court discussed the reapportionment assignment and suggested citizens for the committee: Price Smith, Jim Horine, Mike Goings, Dave Roberts, and John Blackburn.  A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Hughes to appoint Price Smith, Dave Roberts, and John Blackburn.  Mr. Parker stated that he would rather vote one by one.  Mr. Hughes stated that because Jim Horine holds a very political position, he was not the best candidate. Mr. Parker stated that there is no conflict with Jim Horine being on the committee.  Mr. Lyons stated that he prefers each magistrate list their top three choices in order to get the top vote-getters.  Mr. Prather and Mr. Hughes withdrew their motions.  A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Livingston for each magistrate to state their top three choices. Guest/previous magistrate, Bobby Rankin suggested drawing three names out of a hat.  Mr. Livingston withdrew his second because he thought Bobby Rankin’s idea was a more fair way. Mr. Lyons stated that as an elected official, he did not feel comfortable making a decision based on a drawing.  Mr. Prather seconded Mr. Lyons motion in order to move forward.  Judge Lusby asked for roll call.  Voting Yes: Judge Lusby, Mr. Livingston, Mr. Prather, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Parker, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Lyons, and Mr. Hughes.

A motion was made by Mr. Livingston with second by Mr. Tackett to approve Price Smith, Dave Roberts, John Blackburn, and County Clerk, Rebecca Johnson (a non-voting member) as reapportionment commissioners. Mr. Williams stated that all members need to be sworn in before June 1, 2011. Court voted unanimous.  
Mr. Williams read the Personnel Policies and Procedures Agreement from Paul Combs & Associates, Inc. Judge Lusby stated that Paul Combs did the current policies and procedures manual and it has been a successful administrative code.  Also, he stated that the department heads are more than welcome to be part of the process. Mr. Parker made a motion to get more examples or agreements before making a decision.  Motion died for lack of second.  A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Hoffman to authorize Judge Lusby to sign the presented agreement.  Voting Yes: Judge Lusby, Mr. Livingston, Mr. Prather, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Lyons, and Mr. Hughes. Voting No: Mr. Parker.  Motion carries.   

Judge Lusby announced one small change in the budget, on page five number 5065-499 will now be 5065-446.  Mr. Williams gave second reading by summary Ordinance 11-03; an ordinance relating to the annual budget and appropriations. A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Tackett to approve second reading of the 2011-2012 Budget.  Court voted unanimous.  

Mr. Livingston asked if the city adjusts their interlocal amounts, will we follow suit?  Judge Lusby stated that we would match what they do.  

Mr. Parker confirmed that the incentive pay for training, particularly at the jail, is not an annual increase, but a one time adjustment. Judge Lusby stated that despite some issues in the past, it is a one time adjustment. 

Mr. Tackett stated he is proud that four Georgetown firefighters are in Joplin, Missouri to help the search and rescue efforts.  
Being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
