The Scott County Fiscal Court held its scheduled meeting on Wednesday, November 23, 2011.  Judge Lusby called the meeting to order.  Present were Magistrates Mr. Hughes, Mr. Lyons, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Parker, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Prather, Mr. Livingston and County Attorney, Glenn Williams.  

A motion was made by Mr. Parker with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the minutes of the previous meeting. Court voted unanimous. 

A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the following transfers. Court voted unanimous.

A motion was made by Mr. Hoffman with second by Mr. Tackett to approve the bills as presented and the following hand checks: WalMart/General $450.15, Scott County Rural Land Management/General $216,000.00, KY Labor Law Poster/General $781.00.  Mr. Parker recused himself from the Parks & Recreation bill(s) only. Court voted unanimous. 

Clerk fees were submitted in the amount of $174,414.48. 

Mr. Williams read Pay Resolution #6 completing the Riding for Hope project.  CEDA, Inc. will receive the final payment of $1,500.00.  A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Hughes to authorize Judge Lusby to sign the payment resolution. Court voted unanimous. 
Georgetown/Scott County Chamber of Commerce Executive Director, Jack Conner spoke briefly about the Kentucky Business Investment Program.  The unsaid business expansion has a total investment of $5,500,00.00 and will create 26 new full-time positions.  A motion was made by Mr. Hoffman with second by Mr. Hughes to authorize Judge Lusby to sign the letter of intent approving the granting of inducements to the company in the form of foregoing one-half of one percent of occupational license fee.   Court voted unanimous.  
Planning Commission Senior Planner, Brian Shorkey spoke to the court about the sign ordinance that was previously presented in May 2010. At that time a few amendments were requested. Those amendments were addressed; however, there are some questions and concerns about the distance and size of political signs.  Judge Lusby suggested that Mr. Shorkey meet with Mr. Williams to continue editing and complete the ordinance. The court plans to have first reading in early January. 
Fire Chief, Mike Fuller requested to surplus 89 SCBA cylinders (air bottles). A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Lyons to declare the items surplus.  Court voted unanimous.  

Due to some confusion, the court decided to postpone the vote on Cooperative Extension Service appointments. 
Sharon Muse purchased the building adjacent to the Justice Center. Her Realtor, Bonnie Fraker stated that an inspector discovered a water issue coming from the walkway between the Justice Center and Ms. Muse’s property.  In order to discuss the issue further and come up with a solution, Mr. Williams suggested a meeting take place between himself, Bonnie Fraker, Sharon Muse, Judge Lusby, and Chuck McCreary with AOC. 
Judge Lusby announced that sometime in the next few weeks, the Sadieville Fire & Ambulance station will be connected to the new Sadieville sewer line.  The estimated cost is approximately $16,000.00. The city’s responsibility should be one-fourth of that total. The county will pick up the remaining three-fourths since half of the building is used by our fire department.  

Road Supervisor, J.R. Brandenburg requested to hire Lisa Williamson as the part-time custodian at the Justice Center. The court will vote at the first meeting in December.  
Mr. Livingston announced for those that were unaware, KACo dividends from 2006 will be given to Scott County early next year.  

Mr. Prather announced for those that were unaware, Scott County United, Inc. will have a specially called meeting on December 13th. The purpose of the meeting is to hear from our locally elected Kentucky representatives concerning the upcoming Legislative session. 

Being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
