The Scott County Fiscal Court held a special meeting on Friday, September 2, 2011.  Judge Lusby called the meeting to order.  Present were Magistrates Mr. Hughes, Mr. Lyons, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Parker, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Prather, Mr. Livingston and County Attorney, Glenn Williams.  

The court had planned on second reading of Ordinance 11-05; however due to time requirements, it will be on September 9, 2011.  

The Scott County School Board is planning for a new elementary school to be located on the twenty plus acres of the newly acquired property just north of the Lisle Road Soccer Park.  In order to make for a cleaner site, Director of Maintenance, Zan Rexroat asked for approval to remove the fence row of trees where the school and park property join.  They will add a chain link fence to separate the properties.  Also, they would like to taper a wall from the south side of the property to the northwest corner.  Mr. Hoffman had asked for more time to decide on this request so that he and other magistrates could go look at the trees. He stated that he thought trees were important for habitat and asked if they would replant trees?  Mr. Rexroat stated that they always do landscaping when working at the schools.  A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Hoffman to approve the school board request with one addition; hardwood trees should be planted near the fence line. Court voted unanimous. 
Being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
