Mr. Williams read Resolution 2011-11; RECOGNITION OF THE KENTUCKY SIDEWINDERS GIRLS 8U FASTPITCH SOFTBALL ORGANIZATION.  A motion was made by Mr. Livingston with second by Mr. Lyons to approve the resolution.  Court voted unanimous. 
Mr. Williams read Resolution 2011-12; RECOGNITION OF THE KENTUCKY SIDEWINDERS GIRLS 10U FASTPITCH SOFTBALL ORGANIZATION. A motion was made by Mr. Livingston with second by Mr. Hoffman to approve the resolution. Court voted unanimous.  

On June 10, 2011 the court approved the purchase of a new truck for Animal Control. Road Supervisor, J.R. Brandenburg stated it would cost around $18,000.00; however this particular Dodge Dakota is no longer available. Mr. Brandenburg found a similar one at state bid price of $20,963.32. A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Tackett to approve the difference. Voting Yes: Judge Lusby, Mr. Prather, Mr. Hoffman, Mr. Parker, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Lyons, and Mr. Hughes. Voting No: Mr. Livingston. Motion carries.  
A motion was made by Mr. Hoffman with second by Mr. Hughes to approve Jeremy Hockley, Scott Marshall, and Jeff Morgan at $15.00 per hour as part-time paramedics. Court voted unanimous.  
Jailer, Larry Covington stated that the Scott County Detention Center will continue to use Southern Health Partners as their medical services provider. Judge Lusby asked that he take the new contract to Mr. Williams for review. 

Mr. Covington requested to hire four full-time employees. A motion was made by Mr. Hoffman with second by Mr. Livingston to approve David Lawson at $10.49 per hour, Tom Riordan at $10.00 per hour, Ericka Garnett at $10.37 per hour, and Katherine King at $10.25 per hour. Court voted unanimous.  
Mr. Covington requested to hire two part-time employees. A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Tackett to approve Crystal Caldwell at $10.00 per hour and Jessica Berry at $10.00 per hour.  Court voted unanimous.  

Mr. Prather spoke about the Scott County Fiscal Court’s $375,000.00 contribution for the purchase of land for the Advanced Manufacturing Center, which was not an in-kind contribution.  Mr. Williams read Resolution 2011-10; A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE GEORGETOWN/SCOTT COUNTY BLUEGRASS COMMUNITY AND TECHNICAL COLLEGE ADVANCED MANUFACTURING CENTER. A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the resolution. Court voted unanimous.  
Judge Lusby announced that downtown trick-or-treat will be on October 31st from 1-4 and regular trick-or-treat will be from 6-8.  

Judge Lusby announced that KACo will be at the work shop on October 7th to discuss unified government.

Road Supervisor, J.R. Brandenburg asked the court to surplus Animal Control’s 2000 Dodge Dakota so that it can be sold in the surplus sale. A motion was made by Mr. Parker with second by Mr. Lyons to declare the truck surplus. Court voted unanimous. 

Being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
