A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Hoffman to approve the minutes of the previous meetings. Court voted unanimous.

A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the bills as presented and the following hand checks: Rebecca Johnson/General $300.00, Crossroads/General $4,48.19. Mr. Parker recused himself from the Parks & Recreation bill(s) only. Court voted unanimous. 
Sheriff fees were presented in the amount of $23,925.78. 

Chuck Tackett and Tom Prather successfully completed the 40 hour training unit for calendar year 2011. They each received incentive pay. 

A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Tackett to accept the Scott County Schools tax rates at 43.3 (per $100) for real estate and 43.3 (per $100) for tangible/personal property.  Court voted unanimous.  

Mr. Williams gave second reading of Ordinance 11-05; AN ORDINANCE PERTAINING TO REAPPORTIONMNET AND LAYING OFF BOUNDARY LINES OF DISTRICTS PURSUANT KRS 67.045 ET SEQ. A motion was made by Mr. Parker with second by Mr. Lyons to approve first reading. Voting Yes: Mr. Lyons, Judge Lusby, Mr. Parker, Mr. Hoffman, and Mr. Livingston. Voting No: Mr. Hughes, Mr. Tackett, and Mr. Prather. Motion carries. 
Mr. Parker recused himself for the next topic.  Judge Lusby recommended five names for the Ethics Commission: Charles Wells, Wayne Leach, Frank R. Hamilton III, Larry Rush, and Tom Johnson. A motion was made by Mr. Hoffman with second by Mr. Tackett to approve the reappointment of Charles Wells with term date 8/1/11-8/1/14. Voting Yes: Mr. Prather, Mr. Hoffman, Judge Lusby, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Lyons, and Mr. Hughes.  Voting No: Mr. Livingston. Motion carries.  A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Hoffman to approve the reappointment of Wayne Leach with term date 8/1/11-8/1/15. Voting Yes: Mr. Prather, Mr. Hoffman, Judge Lusby, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Lyons, and Mr. Hughes.  Voting No: Mr. Livingston. Motion carries. A motion was made by Mr. Tackett with second by Mr. Hughes to approve the appointment of Frank R. Hamilton III. Court voted unanimous. A motion was made by Mr. Prather with second by Mr. Lyons to approve the appointment of Larry Rush. Voting Yes: Mr. Prather, Mr. Hoffman, Judge Lusby, Mr. Tackett, Mr. Lyons, and Mr. Hughes.  Voting No: Mr. Livingston. Motion carries.  A motion was made by Mr. Hughes with second by Mr. Tackett to approve the appointment of Tom Johnson.  Court voted unanimous.  Names were drawn out of a hat to determine the latter three term dates. A motion was made by Mr. Lyons with second by Mr. Livingston to approve the staggered terms: Frank R. Hamilton III 9/9/11-9/9/15, Tom Johnson 9/9/11-9/9/14, Larry Rush 9/9/11-9/9/13. Court voted unanimous. 

EMS Director, David Sloane invited the court to a 9/11 memorial picnic at the hospital.  Also, he announced that KACo offered free online training courses. He signed his employees up and thought it would be a good opportunity for other departments as well.  Mr. Prather asked Mr. Sloane about the Humana issue with ambulance runs. Mr. Sloane stated that it is being investigated at a state level.  Mr. Livingston stated that it affects all of Georgetown/Scott County not just employees and that he would look in to it further. 
Mr. Hughes stated that he would like to invite Sadieville and Stamping Ground elected officials to a work shop so that they can see how they may or may not be affected by unified government. 
Being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
